Text. HISTORY OF EDUCATION

As long as we live we continue to learn, and the education we receive when we are young
helps us to continue learning. We are taught to read and write, and are taught many of the essential
facts about the world and shown how to sort them out so that later in life, we shall be able to find
out things ourselves and not to ask other people.

The first teachers were fathers and mothers, but very early in the history of man children
began to be taught by people other than their fathers and mothers. It is thought that schools first
started in Egypt 5,000 to 6,000 years ago, and that it was the invention of writing which made them
necessary. Reading and writing were quite different from the skills used in everyday life, and
writing made it possible to store up knowledge which grew with each generation. Specially trained
people were therefore needed to teach it.

Only the sons of nobles attended the first Egyptian schools, which taught reading, physical
education and good behavior. In ancient India the priestly caste decided what should be taught to
each of the castes, or groups, into which people were divided.

Only the priestly caste was allowed to learn the Hindu scriptures. In China, until the
19th century, education was organized according to social classes, and consisted largely of learning
the scriptures by heart.

A clear example of the way in which even neighbouring peoples produce different types of
education comes from ancient Greece. Sparta and Athens were two Greek states. The Spartans,
hard and warlike people, gave a purely military education to their children. At the age of seven all
boys of noble families were taken from their homes and sent to live in schools. They were kept
under a strict discipline and were taught hunting, military scouting, swimming and the use of
weapons. The Spartans despised literature, and some people think they could not even read.

At the very same time, also for the nobles only, the Athenians were building what we call a
liberal education — one that helps a man to develop all sides of his nature, helps him to make and
appreciate beautiful things and helps him to find the best way of life. They thought it important to
educate the body as well as the mind, and had a programme of physical training which consisted of
running, jumping, wrestling and throwing the discus. As time went on Athenian education paid
special attention to reading, writing and literature and these were taught by a special teacher, known
as the “grammatist”. Common people were not educated, they were trained in craftsmanship,
workmanship, trades.

Greek philosophers, or thinkers, always discussed what education should try to do and what
it should include. Plato wrote a book called The Republic, which is one of the best books ever
written on education, and since those days Greek ideas have influenced European education,
especially secondary and university education.

The Romans were very good at organizing, and they were the first people to have schools
run by the government free of charge. Throughout their great empire there was a network of these
schools which provided for three stages of education.

At six or seven all boys (and some girls) went to the primary school, where they learned
“three R’s”: reading, writing, and arithmetic. Most children were not taught more than this, but at
12 or 13, boys of the rich families went on to the “grammar” school to study the Greek and Latin
languages and literatures, that is, what had been written in those languages. At 16, young nobles
who wanted to enter politics or the service of their country went to the schools of rhetoric, or public
speaking.
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In Great Britain the first teachers we read about were craftsmen. They taught children to
read, write and count, to cook and mend their own shoes. In the early 19th century the main system
of teaching was the “Monitor” system. The teacher could manage a class of 100 or more by using
older pupils or “monitors” to help him. The schools had long desks which were sometimes arranged
in tiers so that the teacher could see every child in a large class.

Education plays a very important role in our life. All Russian children have the right to
education, but it is not only a right, it is a duty, too. The citizens of Russia have a right to receive
the education which is guaranteed in the Constitution of the Russian Federation.

Education is a key to a good future. And schools are the first step on the education-way.
Schools help young people to choose their career, to prepare for their future life; they make pupils
clever and well-educated. They give pupils the opportunity to fulfill their talent.

The system of education in Russia is very much the same as in other highly developed
countries. Education in our country is compulsory and now lasts eleven years. School term has 3
stages: elementary (grades 1-4), middle (grades 5-9) and senior (grades 10-11) classes.

There are nurseries and kindergartens for little children aged from 2 to 6. Children play
games, go for walks, and have regular meals there. But the lessons of reading, arithmetic, drawing
and other subjects have become more complicated than they were in the kindergartens ten years
ago. There are the kindergartens where children learn foreign languages.

At the age of 6 or 7 Russian children go to secondary schools. The level of education in
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Russian secondary schools is rather high. Children receive primary education during the first four
years.

Then they enter the middle school. In the middle school pupils study: Russian and foreign
languages, Russian literature, algebra, geometry, physics, chemistry and biology. They have their
final examinations in the ninth form.

Then the pupils may leave school and enter some professional college or receive full-time
secondary education in the tenth and eleventh forms. The program of the last two years is the most
complicated one. Besides the subjects mentioned above it often includes trigonometry, organic
chemistry and astronomy. Pupils get the necessary knowledge for entering the universities and
institutes. There are some special schools where pupils have advanced programs in physics,
mathematics or foreign languages.

Every city in Russia has at least one university and several institutes. The oldest Russian
universities are the Moscow State University, the University of St. Petersburg and some others.

In England and Wales compulsory school begins at the age of five, but before that age
children can go to a nursery school, also called play school. School is compulsory till the children
are 16 years old. The school year in England and Wales starts in September and ends in July. In
Scotland it runs from August to June and in Northern Ireland from September to June and has three
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terms. At 7 and 11 years old, and then at 14 and 16 at secondary school, pupils take examinations in
the core subjects (English, Mathematics and Science).

Primary education begins at the age of 5 in England, Wales and Scotland, and 4 in Northern
Ireland. It includes three age ranges: nursery for children under 5 years, infants from 5 to 7, and
juniors from 7 to 11 years old. In nursery schools babies don’t have real classes; they learn some
elementary things such as numbers, colors and letters. Besides, they play, have lunch and sleep
there. Children usually start their school education in an infant school and move to a junior school
at the age of 7. In Primary School and First School children learn to read and write and the basis of
arithmetic. In the higher classes of Primary School (or in Middle School) children learn geography,
history, religion and, in some schools, a foreign language. Then children go to the Secondary
School.

When students are 16 years old they may take an exam in various subjects in order to have a
qualification. These qualifications can be either G.C.S.E. (General Certificate of Secondary
Education) or "O level" (Ordinary level). After that students can either leave school and start
working or continue their studies in the same school as before. If they continue, when they are 18,
they have to take further examinations which are necessary for getting into university or college.

The most famous British public schools are Eton, Harrow and Winchester.

Some parents choose private schools for their children. They are very expensive but
considered to provide a better education and good job opportunities.

In England there are 47 universities, including the Open University which teaches via TV
and radio, about 400 colleges and institutes of higher education. The oldest universities in England
are Oxford and Cambridge. Generally, universities award two kinds of degrees: the Bachelor's
degree and the Master's degree.

Education in Australia

Education in Australia is compulsory between the ages of 6 and 15. Most children (about 70 %)
study at state schools where education is free.
Most Australians live in cities along the eastern and south—eastern coasts. But there are also many
remote inland towns on the continent. So in several states of Australia there are “Schools of the
Air”. These schools are situated in the areas far away from the big cities and towns. How do
students attend the Schools of the Air? The easiest thing to get a classroom experience is to use a
two-way radio or other means of communication. By listening to the radio, watching TV and video
the students learn about the world around them though they stay in their own homes.
There is also “Schools Through the Mailbox” for children who live far away from any school in the
area. Subjects are divided into one-or two-week units. Each unit including new material,
illustrations, exercises and tests can be sent to pupils any time.

Schools in the USA

Speaking about schools in the USA I’d like to say that boys and girls start school when they are
6 years old. Most children attend public elementary and secondary schools. The parents do not have
to pay for their children’s education in such schools. If a child goes to a private school, his parents
pay the school for the child’s education.

Secondary education is compulsory in the USA between the age of 6 and 18. So most students
are 18 years old when they graduate from secondary school. At elementary school a student spends
5 or 8 years in different types of schools. High schools provide secondary education.

Today about half of the high school graduates go on to colleges and universities. Some of them
are free and a student at a state university does not have to pay very much if his parents live in that
state. Private colleges and universities are expensive, however. Almost half of the college students
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in the United States work while they are studying. When a student’s family is not rich, he has to
earn money for the part of his college expenses.
Schooling in Great Britain.

Education in Britain reflects the country’s social system: it is class-divided and selective. The first
division is between those who pay and those who do not pay. The majority of schools in Britain are
supported by public funds and the education is free there. But there are also public schools and if
parents send their children to such schools they must pay for the education.

Another important feature of schooling in Britain is a variety of opportunities offered to
schoolchildren.  Education in England, Wales and Northern Ireland follows the National
Curriculum.

The English school curriculum is divided into Arts (or Humanities) and Sciences. That’s why
secondary school pupils study in groups: a Science pupil will study Chemistry, Physics,
Mathematics (Maths), Economics, Technical Drawing, Biology, Geography; an Art pupil will do
the English language and Literature, History, foreign languages, Music, Art, Drama. Besides
these subjects they must do some general education subjects like Physical Education (PE), Home
Economics for girls, and Technical subjects for boys, General Science.

Oxford and Cambridge

Oxford and Cambridge are the oldest universities in Britain. Only very rich families can send their
children to these universities. Many people think they are the best universities in Britain. Many
prime ministers and politicians graduated from these universities. Oxford and Cambridge
universities consist of a number of colleges. Each college offers teaching in a wide range of
subjects. Oxford and Cambridge different, but in many ways they are alike. Each college has its
name, its coat of arms. Oxford and Cambridge is governed by a master. Students study for 3 years
and after it they take the Degree of Bachelor of Arts. Some courses, such as languages or medicine
may be one or two years longer.

The Russian Federation is the largest country in the world. It occupies about 1/7 (one-seventh)
of the Earth surface. The country is situated in Eastern Europe, Northern and Central Asia. Its total
area is over 17 million square kilometres.

The Russian Federation is washed by 12 seas of three oceans: the Arctic, the Atlantic and the

Pacific. In the south and in the west the country borders on fourteen countries. It also has a sea-
border with the USA.
There are no countries in the world where such a great variety of flora and fauna can be found as in
our land. Our country has numerous forests, plains and steppes, taiga and tundra, highlands and
deserts. The highest mountains in our land are the Altai, the Urals and the Caucasus. There are over
two thousand rivers in the Russian Federation. The longest of them are the Volga, the Ob', the
Yenisei, the Lena and the Amur. Our land is also rich in lakes with the deepest lake in the world,
the Baikal, included.

The territory of the Russian Federation is divided into 11 time zones. The climate conditions
are rather different: from arctic and moderate to continental and subtropical. Our country is one of
the richest in natural resources countries in the world: oil, natural gas, coal, different ores, ferrous
and non-ferrous metals and other minerals.

The Russian Federation is a multinational state. It comprises many national districts, several
autonomous republics and regions. The population of the country is about 140 million people.

Moscow, the capital of Russian Federation, is the largest political, scientific, cultural and
industrial center of the country and one of the most beautiful cities on the globe. Russian is the
official language of the state. The national symbols of the Russian Federation are a white-blue-red
banner and a double-headed eagle.

The Russian Federation is a constitutional republic headed by the President. The country
government consists of three branches: legislative, executive and judicial. The President controls
only the executive branch of power — the government, but not the Supreme Court and Federal
Assembly.

The legislative power belongs to the Federal Assembly comprising two chambers: the Council
of Federation (upper Chamber) and the State Duma (lower Chamber). Each chamber is headed by
the Speaker. The executive power belongs to the government (the Cabinet of Ministers) headed by
the Prime Minister. The judicial power belongs to the system of courts comprising the
Constitutional Court, the Supreme Court and federal courts. Our country has a multiparty system.

The foreign policy of the Russian Federation is that of international cooperation, peace and
friendship with all nations irrespective of their political and social systems.

Moscow is the capital and the largest city of Russia. It stands on the banks of the Moskva
River. More than nine million people live in the city now. Moscow is the economic, political and
cultural centre of Russia.

The prince Yuri Dolgoruky founded Moscow in 1147. The Kremlin and the Red Square are in
the center of Moscow. The Kremlin has a red brick wall, up to 21 m in height with 19 towers that
surrounds palaces, cathedrals, and other monuments. The Great Kremlin Palace, built in 1849, is
the most impressive structure inside the Kremlin. Other famous Kremlin palaces are the
Granovitaya Palace (built in 1491) and the Terem (built in 1636).

Among many cathedrals, now used mainly as museums, are the Cathedral of the Assumption
(Ycnennst) and the Archangel Cathedral, each with five gilded domes, and the Cathedral of the
Annunciation (bnarosemenus) (built in 13th — 14th century), with nine gilded domes. The bell
tower of Ivan the Great has the height of 98 metres. On a nearby pedestal is the Tsar Bell (nearly
200 tons), one of the largest in the world. A recent addition to the Kremlin is the Palace of
Congresses, completed in 1961.

St. Basil Cathedral, a masterpiece of Russian architecture was built in 1561 to celebrate
Russian victory over Kazan kingdom. It has coloured domes, stands at one end of Red Square and
at the other end there is Historical Museum. Other places of interest in Moscow include the Central
Lenin Stadium and the tall Ostankino TV tower, which has a revolving restaurant. Moscow has a
modern railway underground system (Metro) famous for its marble-walled stations.

Moscow is a scientific and cultural center with a lot of institutes, universities,
libraries and museums. The city leads a vast cultural life. It has a lot of cinemas, clubs, concert
halls, more than 40 drama and musical theatres, including the Bolshoi Theatre, the Art Theatre, the
Maly Theatre, the Vakhtangov Theatre.

Muscovites are proud of their museums: the Tretyakov Art Gallery, the A.S. Pushkin
Museum of Fine Arts and the State Historical Museum. Crowds of people visit Tretyakov Gallery
admiring beautiful pictures of Russian painters. There are a lot of big plants and factories in
Moscow. Among the products are aircraft, high-quality steel, ball bearings, cars and other motor
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vehicles machine tools, electrical equipment, precision instruments, chemicals, textiles, shoes,
paper, furniture. Food processing, printing, and the repair of rail equipment are important
industries.

The ship's crew

The organization of the crew of a cargo ship is changing, but usually one can find at least
two departments on such ships: the deck department and the engine department.

The deck department includes navigators, a boatswain, and sailors. We call navigators
according to their rank on board ship: the Master (Captain), the Chief Officer (First Mate), the
Second Officer (Second Mate), the Third Officer (Third Mate), the Fourth Officer (Fourth Mate).

The Master is responsible for the ship, her cargo and the crew. He must be an experienced
navigator.

The Chief Officer is the Master's main assistant and the head of the deck Department. He
must be always ready to replace the Master and perform his duties.

All the navigators must keep watch on navigating bridge. They may not leave it when on
watch. The navigators relieve each other of watch every four hours. Every navigator must know
how to define the ship's position, plot her course on the chart and take bearings.

A Boatswain and sailors must keep the ship's hull, holds and tackle in good condition.

The engine Department consists of the Chief Engineer, The Second third and fourth
engineers some motormen and two or three electricians. They keep watch in engine-room and must
maintain and repair its equipment.

Ship’s Crew Members and Their Responsibilities
Every crew member has his responsibilities on board ship.
The Captain/ Master is responsible for the safety of the ship, her crew, cargoes and passengers if
any.
Deck Department Personnel Duties

The Chief Officer (Chief Mate) is the head of the Deck Department. He allocates duties to
the crew. He is responsible for the ship’s safety equipment and provides the ship with provision and
supplies. The Second Officer (Second Mate) is responsible for the cargo operations. The Third
Officer (Third Mate) chooses the charts for the coming voyage, plots the course and makes
necessary corrections on the charts according to the latest navigational information. Besides, all
navigators are in charge of keeping efficient communication at sea.

The Boatswain and sailors (or deck hands, as they say in Britain) are responsible to the
Chief Mate. They carry out routine activities such as painting, washing and scrubbing decks, holds,
rust-prevention, maintenance of cargo gear and life-saving appliances. They also keep watch at the
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wheel as helmsmen or look-outs.
Engine Department Personnel Duties

The Chief Engineer is responsible for all operation and maintenance of all mechanical
equipment throughout the ship.

The personnel of the Engine Department operate and maintain the Engine Room equipment:
propulsion machinery, auxiliary machinery, deck machinery. They carry out regular maintenance
work to avoid their breakdowns. The Chief Engineer and his assistants carry out fuel and ballast
operations.

All the machinery on board ship is the combination of mechanical and electrical or
electronic automatic systems. A modern ship has rather complex electrical equipment and devices.
The Electrical Engineer’s duty is to keep electrical equipment in order and to repair it in case of
trouble. He has to assist the ship’s engineer and deck officer in all kinds of electrical problems.

As the Second Radio
Officer was busy we decided not to interrupt his work and went to the engine-room.

There were many sailors in the engine-room. The motor-men were lubricating the pumps,
the Second Engineer was overhauling the main engine and the Third Engineer was regulating the
air-conditioning system.

Then our guide showed us comfortable passengers and crewmen’s cabins, musical saloons,
dining-rooms and bars.

We spent two hours on board the ferry and were very pleased with our visit. We thanked the
Second Officer, wished him a happy voyage and left the ship.

Ecology is a science which studies the relationship between all forms of life on our planet
and the environment. This word came from the Greek “oikos” which means “home”. This idea of
“home” includes our whole planet, its population, nature, animals, birds, fish, insects and all other
living beings, and even the atmosphere around our planet.
Do all of them live a happy and healthy life in our common home nowadays? Unfortunately, not.
Since ancient times nature has served people, giving them everything they need: air to breathe, food
to eat, water to drink, wood for building and fuel for heating their home. For thousands of years
people lived in harmony with the environment and it seemed to them that the resources of Nature
had no end or limit. With the industrial revolution our negative influence on nature began to
increase. Large cities with thousands of steaming, polluting plants and factories can be found
nowadays all over the world. The by-products

of their activity pollute the air we breathe, the water we drink, the fields where our crops are

grown.
Every year the atmosphere is polluted by about 1000 tons of industrial dust and other harmful
substances. Big cities suffer from smog. Cars with their engines have become the main source of
pollution in industrial countries. Vast forests are cut down in Africa, South America and Asia for
the needs of industries in Europe and the USA. The loss of the forests upsets the oxygen balance of
the new wastelands. As a result some species of animals, birds, fish and plants have disappeared
and keep disappearing. Rivers and lakes dry up. One of the most recent examples is the Aral Sea,
which has become much smaller due to human’s activity. Air and marine pollution and the thinning
of the ozone layer are the other problems arising from people’s careless attitude to ecology.

The Port of Saint-Petersburg
The first ship called at St. Petersburg in 1703. Since then a new port has begun to grow very
rapidly. In 1704 a big shipyard of the Chief Admiralty was founded. In 1721 a galley harbour was
built on the Spit of Vasilievsky Island, later it was transferred into the mouth of the Neva River. In
1885 the Morskoy Canal leading to the entrance of the sea commercial port was constructed. The
length of the canal is 15 miles.
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The port of St. Petersburg is easily approached by sea-going vessels as well as by coasters.
The piers of the port are designed for handling of export and import cargoes. The port is equipped
with a large number of self-propelled electric gantry cranes, floating cranes, various loaders and
other modern cargo handling facilities.

ORGANIZATION OF OPERATIONS IN RUSSIA PORTS

Functions of Sea Ports

Merchant sea ports are intended to perform economic and administrative functions.

The economic functions.-Sea ports are responsible for loading/unloading operations,
servicing of inbound/outbound Russia and foreign ships transportation, forwarding and
warehousing operations, transshipment of cargo to the marine transport from other modes of
transport (intermodal cargo handling operations), servicing of deep sea vessels’ passengers To
perform these functions sea ports have water areas, land territories, warehouses and open storage
facilities, cargo handling facilities, passenger terminals, approach ways for railway and motor

transport, and an adequate personnel.
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The administrative functions.- Sea ports are responsible for ensuring safe navigation and
proper order within the port, including supervision for adherence to shipping regulations!
registration of vessels in the State Register of Shipping, issue and checkup of ship’s papers,
diplomas and qualification certificates of ship officers, clearance of vessels inwards and outwards,
organization of pilotage and towage service and other functions of Port Operations Management.

Port operations management is effected by three channels. The higher channel controls port
operations as a whole and includes the operations, commerce, shipping, planning, labour and
wages, mechanization, technology, personnel, accounts, administrative, harbour master’s and other
functional services/departments. The port is headed by the general director who controls the entire
port operations. Each department/service is managed by the department head. There are also some
deputy general directors. Thus, the deputy general director operational is responsible for the
operations, commerce and shipping departments. Safety of shipping and proper order in the port are
the responsibility of the harbour master who is a deputy general director at the same time.

The middle channel of management controls cargo handling complexes and other
production units of the port such as port auxiliary service fleet, depots for motor and electric lift
trucks, railway and motor cars etc., repair and maintenance shops, rigging shops and others. The
main production units of the port are cargo handling complexes where all loading/unloading
operations are carried out. The complexes specialize in handling specific types of cargoes (general
cargo, timber, ore, coal, containers etc.) and in servicing specific cargo traffic routes.

Each cargo, handling complex comprises terminals, complex stevedore gangs, traffic control
service, warehouse and open storage personnel, and is headed by the superintendent.

The lower channel of the management is involved in a direct control of cargo handling
operations on berths and in warehouses. This control is effected by chief stevedores, warechouse
superintendents and stevedore gang foremen.

To facilitate and improve port management sea ports are provided with information
computing centres equipped with most up-to-date sophisticated computers. As a result, such
everyday management problems as drawing up cargo plans and optimal technological plans-
schedules for handling each particular vessel, drawing up shift-day plans-schedules of the port
operations and operations of each particular cargo handling complex - and a lot of other problems
— are solved by computers.

On the way to a port the captain usually informs the agent about the ETA (estimated time
of arrival). The agent arranges everything necessary for berthing.

In some ports the agent comes aboard together with the Medical, Customs, Port and
Immigration officers.

The medical officer examines the crew for infectious diseases and the Bill of Health from
the last port of call. If the Bill of Health is “clean” the medical officer issues the Certificate of
Free Pratique. This certificate allows the ship to enter the port. He also examines the
Disinfection and Deratization Certificates.

The customs officers come aboard the ship to search the vessel for unentered or
prohibited goods. They also examine dutiable goods. The custom officers examine the Crew
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List, List of stores and provisions, Captain’s Declaration, Cargo Manifest, Bill of Health,
Certificate of Free Pratique and other documents.

The port and immigration officers check Ship’s Register, Tonnage Certificate, Safety
Equipment Certificate, Official Log book, examine seamen’s books (passports) and give passes
to go ashore.

THE DIESEL ENGINE IS MOST EFFCIENT PRIME MOVER

One of the fields of applications of Diesel engines is in motor-ships. Ships which go on long
voyages rarely calling at a port for refueling(1) must carry a large store of fuel, which naturally
takes up a great deal of room that could otherwise be used for cargo. Therefore , the most efficient
prime mover wins because less fuel is needed. Diesel engines also take up less room than the
boilers and turbines and condensers (2) of a steam power plant for ships. But a complete steam
plant is cheaper than equivalent Diesel engines and therefore, before deciding, one must compare
the higher first cost of Diesel engines with their reduced fuel cost and see if the saving in the long
run (3) is big enough.

Water transport

1.0ne of the most important thing about water transport is the small effort needed to move
floating craft. A heavy boat or a barge weighing several tons can be moved through the water,
slowly but steadily, by one man. An aeroplane of the same weight as the barge needs engines of
1,000 horsepower or more in order to fly.

2.The raft made of logs of wood is supposed to the earliest type of boat.

Rafts seem to be clumsy vessels although the Norwegian scientist Thor Heyerdahl and his
five companions in 1947 made a voyage on the raft Kon-Tiki from Peru to Tuamotu Islands — a
distance of 4,500 miles.

3.The water transport in ancient times developed most rapidly on great rivers. The ancient
Romans used vessels to carry their armies and supplies to colonies. These ships, usually called
galleys, continued to be used in the Mediterranean till 1750.

4.The introduction of the magnetic compass allowed long voyages to be made with much
greater safety. At the end of the 15th century, sailing vessels are know to have carried men from
Europe to America and round Africa to India.

The middle of the 19th century proved to be the highest point in the development of sailing
ships.

5.Steam and Motor Ships. One of the earliest steamboats is known to have been tested at the
end of the 18th century. The first steamship to cross the Atlantic was the Savannah, 98-foot ship
built in New York, which made the crossing in 1819. Like all the early steamship, it had sails as
well as paddles. By the middle of the 19th century it became possible to build much larger ships for
iron and steel began to replace timber.

6.The rapid increase in the size and power of ships was promoted by the industrial
revolution. The industrial countries produced great quantities of goods which were carried to all
parts of the world by ships. On their return voyages, the ships brought either raw materials such as
cotton, metals, timber for the factories, or grain and foodstuffs for the growing population.

During the same period, a great deal was done to improve ports, and that permitted larger
ships to use them and make loading and unloading faster.

7.Improvements introduced in the 20th century included the smoother and more efficient
type of engines called steam turbines and the use of oil fuel instead of coal. Between 1910 and 1920
the diesel engine began to be introduced in ships. These diesel-engined ships are called motor ships.
The largest ships, however, are still generally driven by steam turbines. In the late 1950s a few
ships were being built which were equipped with nuclear reactors for producing steam.

8.In 1957 the world's first atomic ice-breaker was launched in Leningrad.

This atomic ice-breaker is equipped with an atomic engine owing to which her operating on
negligible quantities of nuclear fuel is possible. In spite of the capacity of her engine being 44,000
h.p. it will need only a few grams of atomic fuel a week.

The atomic ice-breaker has three nuclear reactors. The operation of the nuclear reactor is
accompanied by powerful radiation. Therefore, the ice-breaker is equipped with reliable means of
protection. The ice-breaker is designed for operation in Arctic waters.

Sea-going ships can use some rivers, such as the Thames in England, the
Rhine, and the Volga in Europe and the Mississippi in the United States. Generally, however, a
river has to be "canalized" before ships can use it. This means widening and deepening the channel
and protecting its banks so that they do not wash away and block the river with mud.

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A watercraft is a vehicle designed to float on and move across (or under) water. The
need for buoyancy unites watercraft, and makes the hull a dominant aspect of its
construction, maintenance, and appearance.

English seldom uses the term watercraft to describe any specific individual object
(and probably then only as an affectation): rather the term serves to unify the category that
ranges from small boats to the largest ships, and also includes the diverse watercraft for
which some term even more specific than ship or boat (e.g., canoe, kayak, raft, barge, jet ski)
comes to mind first.

Ship transport is the process of moving people, goods, etc. by barge, boat, ship or
sailboat over a sea, ocean, lake, canal or river. This is frequently undertaken for purposes of
commerce, recreation or military objectives.

Early sea transport was accomplished with ships that were either rowed or used the
wind for propulsion, and often, in earlier times with smaller vessels, a combination of the
two.

In the 1800s the first steam ships were developed, using a steam engine to drive a
paddle wheel or propeller to move the ship. The steam was produced using wood or coal.
Now most ships have an engine using a slightly refined type of petroleum called bunker fuel.
Some specialized ships, such as submarines, use nuclear power to produce the steam.

Although relatively slow, modern sea transport is a highly effective method of
transporting large quantities of non-perishable goods. Transport by water is significantly less
costly than transport by air for trans-continental shipping.

Cruise ships are passenger ships used for pleasure voyages, where the voyage itself
and the ship's amenities are considered an essential part of the experience. Cruising has
become a major part of the tourism industry, with millions of passengers each year as of
2006. The industry's rapid growth has seen nine or more newly built ships catering to a North
American clientele added every year since 2001, as well as others servicing European
clientele. Smaller markets such as the Asia-Pacific region are generally serviced by older
tonnage displaced by new ships introduced into the high growth areas.

Vessels may be in all shapes and sizes. There are merchant vessels, passenger vessels and navy
ones. A cargo that a vessel carries determines her type. Some of vessels are called general cargo
ships or freighters.

Scientific and technical progress

The basis of scientific and technical progress of today is new informational technology
which is very different from all the previous technologies. Thanks to up-to-date software and robots
new informational technologies can make many processes much faster and transmit information
more quickly. It is important today because the quantity of information grows rapidly.
New informational society has its peculiarities. Firstly, more and more employees work in the
sphere of service and information. Secondly, more and more huge databases appear to collect and
store the information. And finally, information and IT become goods and start playing important
part in the country"s economy.

These processes affect social structures and values.
It becomes important to learn to get new knowledge quickly and sometimes to change your
qualification. IT can first lead to unemployment, but later create even more workplaces especially
for highly qualified professionals. While the hardest work can be performed by robots and routine
calculations by computers, in the future people with the most creative mind and numerous fresh
ideas will get better career chances.
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On one hand technology development gives more access to professional and cultural
information and leads to new forms of individual enterprises, but on the other hand there is a danger
of total control of private life unless special laws are enforced by the government.
Another danger is «intellectual terrorism» when computer viruses block important programs.
There are other directions of technical and scientific progress of today.
One of them is the development of new ecologically clean sources of energy using sun, gravitation,
winds or rain. New kind of transports and new agricultural methods that do not harm our nature are
being developed today.

Breakthroughs in science have led to creation of artificial viruses for new medicines and
products, body organs for transplantation and productive soils for growing vegetables and crops.
Many new materials and technologies are being used in our everyday life.
All these innovations may have influence on our life, social relations and globally on our Earth.
The influence can be very different: from psychological and health problems of children who spend
too much time online to an opportunity to prevent genetic diseases for future generations.
But the most difficult problems the humanity faces are global problems.
The first and foremost is ecological problem: pollution of air, water and soil, exhaustion of natural
resources. Renewable natural resources such as oxygen, forests, flora and fauna do not have enough
time to regenerate. This leads to different changes in climate and nature such as depletion of ozone
layer and other things that has not been properly studied by scientists yet.

1. The Invention of the Telephone

The telephone is one of the most important inventions of the 19th century. Its creator was
the English scientist Alexander Graham Bell.

Bell wanted to be a teacher and entered Edinburgh University. But he changed his mind and
became a student of the Medical Faculty of London University. Under the guidance of an
outstanding German scientist who works on physiology of sight and ear, Bell began to study the
human organs of articulation.

By and by Bell came to the idea of creating a special apparatus which would help the deaf to
pronounce the sounds of speech and learn to speak. Working on such a apparatus, Bell invented
microphone (with engineer Thomas Watson) and telephone. At first his invention was not popular
with the public, but Bell visited American towns and other countries, read lectures and
demonstrated his telephone.

In 1878 he also organized his own company to produce telephones. But Bell wasn’t
interested in business itself and used his money on the laboratories for generating new ideas. He
was and is greatly respected both in England and America.

2. The Invention of the Television

The television is a mass media that serves to gives people opportunities both for
entertainment and for rapid information.

The idea of a machine able to broadcast both sound and vision goes back to 1875. But it
wasn’t until 1926 that a Scottish engineer (John Braid) turned the idea into a practical reality. The
first pictures were black and white and were not very clear.

Early TV sets cost as much as a small car and few people bought them. In 1936 the original
system was improved and the first regular TV programme was broadcast in Britain.

But the real TV revolution began in America after World War Two. Commercial stations
began to open in almost every city. But still lots of people didn’t have TV sets as they were too
expensive. That all changed in the 60s and 70s when more and more TV sets were sold and the
importance of television grew quickly. In 1980 there appeared satellite television. Dozens of new
channels are now available to anyone who buys a receiving “dish”.

Modern mobile phone provides a lot of services, from being able to message anyone to
immediate access to the internet. This convenience is one of the reasons why we use mobile phone
every day and sometimes cannot imagine our life without it. However, we do not know that the
name of the inventor of the first cellular phone, the talented American engineer Martin Cooper.

The first cellular phone was the father of the mobile phone. It was the telephone device that
could be used while being mobile i.e. without the standard cord attached to it. The first cellular
phone was called DynaTac 8000X by Motorola as it was created in Motorola company.

Martin Cooper, was born in Chicago on the 26th of December, 1928. He graduated from
Illinois Institute of Technology in the early *50s and worked in the electronic industry. Throughout
his career he was awarded multiple patents for his work.

Among different inventions in mobile technology, the invention of a cell phone was the
most significant one. Doctor Martin Cooper made it, while he was working for Motorola (1973). At
that time the demand for such devices was very high and he was among many other people who
were trying to create a similar type of mobile device.

The first cellular phone was named DynaTac 8000X by Motorola. It looked nothing like
what we’re used to now — it was 10 inches long and weighed more than 2 pounds.

The fame of inventing first smartphone is attributed to Andy Rubin. He created and
developed the very first Android system, which is now used in 80% of the world’s smartphones.
Smartphones are noted for their ability to function in similar ways to a computer, and some of them
are just as powerful.

The Motorola company invested 100 million dollars in the next 20 years into research and
development of the first cell phone. And yes! The first commercial mobile phone was launched in
1983 by Motorola for around $4000 US dollars.

Omitting the process of the mobile phone evolution, let us say a few words about iPhones.
These advanced devices have touchscreen technology, a good quality camera, and 3G network
capabilities. They were launched into the market in 2007.

Since 1973, mobile phone technology and networks have come a long way and though
Martin Cooper was the man that initially invented the cell phone, there are a lot of other inventors
that played a crucial role in the cell phone’s creation.

The most famous of them are:

Alexander Graham Bell, the man that invented the first telephone.

Joel Engel, the main rival of Martin Cooper, who worked in the company called Bell Labs.
Bell Labs and Motorola companies were in serious competition to manufacture mobile devices.
Motorola won the tech war and the first mobile phone was named as DynaTac 8000X by Motorola.

Isaak Newton (an English scientist) who lived in the 17th century is the founder of modern
mathematics, physics and spectography. Newton discovered the law of motion and the universal
law of gravitation.

The nineteenth century is noted for the invention of electricity and the telephone.

Faraday made the machine which was the father of all the great
machines that make electricity today. Also Faraday was the creator of the electric motor, which
changed the face of the earth.

2. Thomas Edison (an American inventor) who lived in the period between 1847-1931
became world- famous for the invention of light bulb and the way of sending electricity to distant
places. He is also famous for early microphone, record player and equipment for the cinema,
telegraph and telephone.

Arrangement of a ship

The compartments are formed by vertical separations (longitudinal and transverse
bulkheads) and horizontal separations (decks). The extreme fore end of the vessel is called stem.
The extreme aft end is the stern or “poop”. The upper deck, or main deck, is often the deck that is
exposed to sea and weather. That is why the main deck is also called the “weather deck”. In fact, it
provides a “shelter” for all the contents of the vessel. The foremost part of the upper deck is called
the forecastle. The tween deck is the intermediate deck between upper deck and the inside bottom
of the vessel, called tank top. The tween deck divides the vessel into separate holds. The upper
holds and lower holds are the spaces that contain the cargoes. Spaces for liquid cargoes are called
tanks. Access to a hold can be obtained through hatches. On freighters these hatches must be
sufficiently broad for grabs to be lowered into the holds. The foremost 14 and aftermost spaces of
the vessel are the peak tanks. They may serve as storage spaces for ballast water and are capable of
“absorbing” a part of the impact forces that are released in case of a collision. The anchor chain is
stored in the chain locker. It is situated over the fore peak tank. The upper part of the fore peak tank
is called the boatswain’s locker, where ropes, paint and tackle are kept. Bulkheads are the vertical
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separations between holds and spaces. The fore peak bulkhead and after peak bulkhead are the so-
called collision bulkheads. These transverse bulkheads are watertight and prevent the vessel from
flooding in case the vessel collides with another vessel. Collision bulkheads are also fireretarding or
even fireproof. Apart from transverse bulkheads tankers are also fitted with two longitudinal
bulkheads that divide the vessel into starboard — and port wing tanks and a center tank. The engine
room is a watertight machinery space that contains the vessel’s propulsion plant. The steering gear
room must also be a watertight compartment and is very often situated over the after peak tank. Due
to large stresses that occur under the engine room and peak tanks, additional strengthenings are
often inserted. The double bottom provides strength and storage space for fuel, lubricating oil, fresh
water, salt (ballast) water and potable water. To prevent liquids from leaking from one double
bottom tank into the other, longitudinal and transverse separations are used between the tanks.
These separations, which are in fact empty spaces, are called cofferdams.

Please send to my Owners the enclosed telegram in Latin characters which, when
translated, reads as follows:

“On the 27th inst. at 01.30 UTC while shifting from Mille pier to the Inner Basin pier,
under pilot’s direction, my ship ran against a barge which was riding at anchor in the
inner road, carrying no lights prescribed by the Rules of the Road. The absence of lights
made it impossible to make out the barge until at close quarters when the collision was
unavoidable. My ship fouled the barge’s anchor chain, tore her off the anchor and
caused a dent in way of her mid-ship section one foot above the water line. The ship
sustained no damage. I have noted a Sea Protest and hold the pilot and Port Authorities
responsible for the collision. I propose to settle this accident at Genoa.”

I would also ask you kindly to get in touch with the Port Authorities and induce that the
pilot is wholly responsible for the accident having not informed me of the congested
waters.

Dear Sir,

I beg to inform you that on March 17, 2013, at 22.00 HRS UTC, at 7 miles westward of Graadyb,
the pilot boarded my vessel waiting for the icebreaker “Grand” which was busy at that time taking
out another ship.

On the 18th March, 2013, at 05.30 UTC we sailed to your port progressing in the following order:

The ice breaker “Grand,”

The m/v “Polar Star,”

The m/v “Bornholm.”

My vessel, the “Polar Star,” was proceeding under pilot’s direction, shifting on various speeds and
steaming ahead heavily through the ice.

At 06.30 HRS UTC, while the icebreaker was about 500 meters ahead of us and we were
proceeding with the engine at full speed ahead, the motor vessel “Bornholm,” which was at a very
short distance from our aft, suddenly struck against my ship causing a big hole on our aft (poop),
starboard side.

The visibility was very good, my ship, the “Polar Star,” was steaming at that time with the engine at
full speed ahead, but proceeding very slowly owing to heavy ice.

The motor vessel “Bornholm” at the same time had much easier maneuvering facilities either to
stop or to go astern or, definitely much better, to keep herself away from the “Polar Star” at a safe
distance.

Therefore, the responsibility for the collision must be charged on the “Bornholm” the Master
whereof has been duly notified by me.
